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The Egyptian Elite's Exposure to Children's Issues Presented in Citizen Journalism
and its Relationship to Their Prioritization

The study aimed to know the role of citizen journalism in arranging the Egyptian elite towards children's issues. This study belongs to descriptive
studies, the researcher relied on the media survey approach in its field part. In that study, the researcher used the questionnaire tool as a tool to
obtain data, and it was applied to a sample 200 The study reached a set of results, the most important of which are: 16% of the respondents follow
children’s issues presented in the citizen press always, while 61% of them follow them sometimes, and finally rarely 23% of them follow them.
Respondents of children's issues that were dealt with by the citizen press on the websites of newspapers were that sexual harassment came at the
forefront of these issues with a percentage weight 29%; Then came child labor with a percentage weight 25%, then students dropping out of
education with a percentage weight 24%, and finally begging with weight 22%. Criteria for the credibility of citizen journalism on children’s issues
came more objective and balanced In presenting children’s issues and impartiality came in the first place with weight of 80, expressing children’s
interests and interests came in the second place with weight 79.5, and live meetings with parties to children’s issues and specialists in the third
place with weight 79.2. And confidence in the source of information and transmission of facts and events came fourth with weight 78.7, and
finally distance from excitement, exaggeration, lying and deception with weight 74.5. The elite for citizen journalism and the arrangement of their
priorities towards children’s issues, where Pearson’s correlation coefficient reached 0.332, which is a significant value at a level of confidence of

95%. Where the Pearson correlation coefficient was 0.122, which is a function value at a confidence level 95%.
