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Effectiveness of Using a Theater Program to Raise
Awareness of Cyberbulling for a Sample of Children (9- 12): Thesis Experimental Study

The study aimed to Preparing a suggested program using theater to develop awareness of cyberbullying. Identifying the effectiveness of
using theater in developing awareness of cyberbullying among primary school students. This study relied on the semi- experimental
approach, due to its suitability to the nature of the research, by using the experimental design of the two groups (experimental, control)
using measurements (pre, post, and dependent) to find out the effect of theater activities as an independent variable on awareness of
cyberbullying (as a dependent variable). The sample and population of the current study consisted of: children from male and female
primary school students in government schools in Cairo Governorate, and the martyr Ali Talaat Elementary School, Hadayeq al- Qobba
Educational Administration, Cairo Governorate, was selected. The number of children in the research sample was 60 children divided as
follows 30 children for the experimental group, and 30 children for the control group. The tools of the current study were the following
measure of awareness of cyberbullying (prepared by the researcher). Suggested theatrical program (prepared by the researcher). The study
found There is a statistically significant difference between the mean scores of the control group students and the mean scores of the
experimental group students on the electronic bullying awareness scale. There is a statistically significant difference between the mean
scores of the two measures: (pre and post) for the students of the experimental group that were exposed to the theatrical program on the
electronic bullying awareness scale. Cyberbullying awareness scale. There is a statistically significant difference between the average scores
of females and the average scores of males for the experimental group that was exposed to the theatrical program on the cyberbullying

awareness scale.
